Routine:
1. Enter classroom ready to learn; get necessary materials (do not leave stuff in between tables) “Clear Your Area Barrier”
2. Greet one another: teacher greets students and then students greet teacher. (Respect)
3. Look at board for “Do Now” and begin work. (Ready)
4. When teacher puts hand up, it’s time to stop talking and listen to the teacher. (Respect)
5. Listen to your peers; when someone is talking, your hand is down. (Respect)

6. When I assign homework, get your agenda/planner out and record the assignment and due date. (Responsibility)

7. When the 3 minute bell rings, it’s time to wrap-up class, however, do not pack up your belongings,  wait for the teacher to tell you class is over. (Ready)
Procedures:
1. Late for Class - When you’re late for class, quietly enter the room, sign the “Late Book,” 
and take a seat; if you have a pass from a teacher, quietly give it to me.

2.  Leaving the Class -    Only one person out of the class at a time; you must raise your hand
to ask permission. If you need to go to the bathroom, put up 4 fingers for me to see, I’ll 
say “Ok,” and you sign out and take a pass. You must have a hall pass whenever you leave 

the classroom and you must sign out. At no time should a student be out of their chair without permission.
3.  Collecting Homework – When I ask for homework to be checked, please quickly get it out and put it on the table for me to check.  If I need to collect the homework to grade, I will give the class’ homework bucket to one person who will pass it along; the bucket should go from table to table.  The last person to have the bucket should put it back on the designated table.

4. If you forget your homework – I don’t want to hear any excuses.  Simply bring it in the next 
day for credit (refer to Expectation Sheet for HW Policy).
5. When you bring in your late homework, make sure to write on the top of the paper, “Late – 1 

day” or however many days your HW is late. Do not interrupt class to give it to me.  You 

may either put it in the correct homework bucket or give it to me at the end of the class.

6. When you are absent, make sure to check with your “Homework Buddy” for any missing assignments.  You should also check on Edline.  Do not come up to me at the beginning of class to ask me what you have missed.  I will be glad to meet with you during Directed Study.
7. The teacher’s desk (and behind it) is always off limits to students. If students need something that is either on, or in the desk, they must request permission and receive approval from the teacher.
8. If you find yourself following behind, or if you do not understand an important concept taught in class, I am available for extra-help on Monday afternoons after school from 3:30 to 4:30 PM. Please let me know if I can be of assistance.
